DEFINITIONS.
For the purpose of this chapter, the following terms are defined:

1.
“Building” means any structure designed or built for the support, enclosure, shelter or protection of persons, animals, chattels or property of any kind.

2.
“Demolish” or “demolition” means the intentional razing, tearing down, leveling, destruction, wrecking or demolishing of any building by any person.

3.
“Excavation” means any basement, opening, hole or other similar opening in the ground remaining after the demolition of any building.
157.02
DEMOLITON PERMIT.  No person shall demolish any building within the City without first completing a permit application for the same from the Building Official.  Each such permit application shall:


1.
Identify and describe the work to be covered by the permit;


2.
Provide a description of the location at which the proposed demolition will occur;


3.
Include the name and address of the property owner:


4.
Include the name and business address of the person that is to do the work;


5.
List the date of commencement of the work and estimated completion date;
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6.
Give any other information as reasonably may be required by the Building Official.

The issuance of a permit by the City shall not render the City responsible or liable for any damages which may ensue by the permittee’s demolition of a building, and said permittee will indemnify and defend the City should action be brought for the same.  Any judgment of action rendered in a case involving damages for demolition of a building shall be the sole responsibility of the permittee.
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157.03
MINIMUM DEMOLITON STANDARDS.  At a minimum, demolition projects must comply with the following:

1.
Water and sewer mains serving the property must be disconnected and capped in accordance with City specifications; i.e., water lines shall be capped and sewer lines must be closed with cement to prevent water getting into lateral;

2.
Drainage must be provided by breaking up basement floor;

3.
Demolition material must be removed to a depth of at least two (2) feet from the surface prior to backfill;

4.
Backfill shall consist of a granular fill material installed to within one (1) foot below the level of the property elevation, topped with one (1) foot of top soil to a level even with the property elevation.  Request for variations shall be made to the Building Official.
157.04
BARRICADES, FENCING AND LIGHTING.  Adequate barricades, fencing and warning lights meeting standards specified by the City shall be so placed as to protect the public from hazard.  No demolition work may commence until pedestrian protection structures, if necessary, are in place and they shall be maintained in place and kept in good order for the entire length of time pedestrians may be endangered.

157.05
INSURANCE REQUIRED.  Each contractor applicant shall also file a certificate of insurance indicating that the applicant is carrying public liability insurance in effect for the duration of the permit covering the applicant and all agents and employees for the following minimum amounts;

Insurance requirements are waived for property owners personally demolishing buildings on their own property.
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157.06
RESTORATION OF PUBLIC PROPERTY.  Streets, sidewalks, alleys and other public property disturbed in the course of the work shall be restored to the condition of the property prior to the commencement of the work, or in a manner satisfactory to the City, at the expense of the permit holder/property owner.

157.07
INSPECTION.  All work shall be subject to inspection by the City.  The permit holder/property owner shall provide the City with notice at least twenty-four (24) hours prior to the time when backfill is desired to be placed.

157.08
COMPLETION BY THE CITY.  Should any demolition project be discontinued or left unfinished for a period of two weeks after the approved completion date, or in the event the work is improperly done, the City has the right to finish or correct the demolition work and charge any expenses therefore to the permit holder/property owner.

157.09
RESPONSIBILITY FOR COSTS.  All costs and expenses incident to the demolition shall be borne by the permit holder and/or property owner.  The permit holder/property owner shall indemnify the City from any loss or damage that may directly or indirectly be occasioned by such demolition.

157.10
PERMIT FEES.  A separate permit for each demolition shall be payable at the time of filing the permit application with the City.  Permit fees are:


1.
$25.00 for buildings less than 3,000 square feet in size.


2.
$50.00 for buildings 3,000 square feet in size and larger.

157.11
SEPARATE VIOLATIONS.  Each day that demolition continues or the filling of any excavation continues without having obtained an appropriate permit therefore shall constitute a separate violation of this chapter.
