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28.01
CREATION AND ESTABLISHMENT.  There is hereby created and established a City Tree Board for the City, which shall consist of five (5) members, residents of the City, who shall be appointed by the Mayor with the approval of the Council.  The City Forester shall serve as an ex-officio member of the Board.
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28.02
TERM OF OFFICE.  The members of the Board shall serve staggered terms of three (3) years and in the event that a vacancy occurs during the term of any member, said member’s successor shall be appointed for the unexpired portion of the term.

28.03 COMPENSATION.  Members of the Board shall serve without compensation.

28.04
DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES.  It is the responsibility of the Board to study, investigate and to assist the City Forester in the development and/or update annually and administration of a written plan for the care, preservation, pruning, planting, replanting, removal or disposition of trees and shrubs along the City streets or on any City property.  The Board, when requested by the Council, shall consider, investigate, make findings, report and recommend upon any special matter or questions coming within the scope of its work.
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28.05
OPERATION.  The Board shall choose its own officers, make its own rules and regulations and keep a journal of its proceedings.  A majority of the members shall be quorum for the transaction of business.

28.06
INTERFERENCE WITH BOARD.  It is unlawful for any person to prevent, delay or interfere with the City Tree Board or any of its agents while engaging in and bout the planting, cultivating, mulching, pruning or removing of any street trees, park trees or trees on private grounds, as authorized by this chapter.

28.07
REVIEW BY COUNCIL.  The Council shall have the right to review the conduct, acts and decisions of the Board.  Any person may appeal from any ruling or order of the Board to the Council, who may hear the matter and make final decision.
