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47.01
PURPOSE.  The purpose of this chapter is to facilitate the enjoyment of park facilities by the general public by establishing rules and regulations governing the use of park facilities.




(Code of Iowa, Sec. 364.12)

47.02
USE OF DRIVES REQUIRED.  No person shall drive any car, cycle or other vehicle, or ride or lead any horse, in any portion of a park except upon the established drives or roadways  therein or such other places as may be officially designated by the City.

47.03
FIRES.  No fires shall be built, except in a place provided therefore, and such fire shall be extinguished before leaving the area unless it is to be immediately used by some other party.

47.04
LITTERING.  No person shall place, deposit, or throw any waste, refuse, litter or foreign substance in any area or receptacle except those provided for that purpose.

47.05
PARKS CLOSED.  All parks are closed between the hours of eleven o’clock (11:00) p.m. and five o’clock (5:00) a.m., except for Westbrook Park which additionally is closed during the non-baseball/softball seasons from dusk to dawn.  No person, except those camping in designated areas, shall enter or remain within any park while it is closed.

47.06
CAMPING AREAS.  No person shall camp in any portion of a park except in portions prescribed or designated by the Council.
47.07
CAMPING REFUSED.  The City may refuse camping privileges or rescind any and all camping privileges for cause.

47.08
SUPERVISION.  All park grounds and facilities shall be operated and maintained under the supervision of the Park and Recreation Commission.

47.09
TREES, PLANTS AND FLOWERS.  No tree, plant or flower may be cut, pulled or damaged in City parks without prior approval from the Park and Recreation Commission.

47.10
SWIMMING.  No swimming is permitted in Silver Creek at Westbrook Park.

47.11
AMPLIFIED SOUND.  The use of any system for amplifying sounds, whether for speech or music is prohibited without prior approval from the Park and Recreation Commission.
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47.12
HUNTING AND TRAPPING.  No person in a park shall hunt, trap, shoot or throw missiles at any animal, reptile or bird in a City park.

47.13
SOLICITATIONS.  No person shall solicit in any manner or for any purpose or sell or offer for sale any goods, wares, merchandise in any park without prior approval from the Park and Recreation Commission.

47.14
OFFENSIVE ACTS.  No person shall engage in loud, boisterous, threatening, abusive insulting or indecent language or engage in any disorderly conduct or behavior tending to breach the public peace.

47.15
PRIVATELY OWNED ANIMALS.  No privately owned animal shall be allowed in a City park unless accompanied and controlled by owner or person having custody of said animal.  The owner or person having the custody of said animal shall have such animal under control and firmly held on a leash, cord or chain.  The owner or person having the custody of said animal shall be responsible for any damage caused in any event by such animal.
47.16
CLOSING SECTIONS OF PARK.  Any park or parts of any park may be declared closed to the public by the Park and Recreation Commission at any time as found necessary by the Park and Recreation Commission.
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
