DEFINITION.
“Bill posters,” within the meaning of this chapter, includes all persons who engage in the business or occupation of posting by tacking, posting, painting or otherwise, or the distribution upon the streets of any advertising matter, bills, posters, pictures or any other thing, matter or device whatsoever, advertising the business of any person, whether that of merchant, manufacturer, publisher or person engaged in any business or industrial pursuit or of any operas, shows, theaters, circuses or other exhibitions.  Nothing herein contained shall be construed to apply to the painting of store, office or other signs by sign painters or to the posting of legal notices by public officers or attorneys in the manner and in the places prescribed by law.

128.02
LICENSE REQUIRED.
No person shall engage in or carry on the business or occupation of bill posting in the City without first having been licensed to carry on said business in accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

128.03
LICENSE APPLICATION.
Any person desiring to engage in the business of a bill poster within the City shall make application in writing to the Council for a license to do so and shall file such application with the Clerk.  The Council may thereupon grant such license and direct that the same be issued to the applicant upon the payment to the Clerk of the sum of one hundred dollars ($100.00) and filing with the Clerk receipt therefore and upon the further condition that the applicant shall file with the Clerk a bond running to the City with two (2) or more sufficient sureties to be approved by the City in the penal sum of five hundred dollars ($500.00), conditioned that the license will conform to all provisions of this chapter.  The license shall be signed by the Mayor and attested by the Clerk and shall expire one year from the date of its issue.
128.04
PROHIBITED ACTS.
No person shall, within the City, paint, print, post or in any way affix any picture, bill or advertising matter of any kind upon any post, hydrant, curb, sidewalk or other public improvement in any public ground or street, or upon any bridge or part of the same or public building, structure or erection of any kind belonging to the City, unless express consent therefore has been granted by the Council, or upon a mast or pole in any street or alley erected or used for supporting or conducting any wire cable or incidental thereto or upon any tree, lamp post or any structure or erection of any kind within the limits of any public street or ground in the City whether permission therefore has been granted by the owner or otherwise.
128.05
PERMISSION OBTAINED.
No person shall paint, print, post or in any way affix any picture, bill or advertising matter of any kind upon any post, fence, billboard or signpost or upon any building or erection or structure of any kind within the City unless the building or object upon which the same is placed is the property or under the control of the person doing so, or unless the consent of the person or owner in control thereof is first obtained.
128.06
LIMITATION OF HEIGHT.
No bill poster or other person shall post, tack, paste, hang, suspend or in any way affix any cloth banner containing any advertising matter or device upon any post, fence, billboard or signboard or upon any building or erection or structure of any kind within the City or in, upon or across any street, alley or public place in the City, in such a manner that any of such banner extends more than six feet (6’) above the ground.
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128.07
THROWAWAYS.
No person shall loosely scatter or throw away bills or other advertising matter on the surface of any of the public streets or ways or in the public grounds of the City or within the yards, buildings or on the premises of private residences.

128.08
OBSCENE OR IMMORAL MATTER.
No bill poster or other person shall post or affix so that the same can be seen from the street, public ground or public way any bill or advertisement containing pictures, illustrations or printed matter of any obscene or immoral character.

128.09
WASTE MATERIAL.
No bill poster shall scatter, daub or leave any paste, glue or other like substance used for affixing bills upon any public sidewalk or pavement or scatter or throw any old bills or waste material removed from billboards on the surface of any public street or way or on the surface of any private grounds.
128.10
POSTING ON LIGHT POLES.
It is unlawful for any person to post, paste, paint or tack any sign, bill, sale bill or poster on any telephone or electric light pole within the City limits.
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
