DUTY TO DESTROY.  Each owner and each person in the possession and control of any land, including drainage ditches, within the City limits shall cut or otherwise destroy all weeds, vines, brush or other growth which constitutes a health, safety or fire hazard on the property of said owner or which would interfere with or impede water flows in drainage ditches.

52.02
ACTION BY THE CITY.  In case of a substantial failure by the owner or person in possession or control of any land to comply with any notice pursuant to the provisions of this chapter, for the destruction of weeds, vines, brush or other growth, the Director of Public Works or City employees acting under the direction of such officer shall have full power and authority to enter upon any land within the City for the purpose of destroying all weeds, vines, brush or other growth which constitutes a health, safety or fire hazard.  Such entry may be made without the consent of the landowner or person in possession or control of the land.

NOTICE TO PROPERTY OWNER.  The Clerk shall, upon direction of the Council, cause a notice to be published by one publication in an official newspaper of the County, which shall be directed to all property owners in the City and which shall state:


1.
That all weeds, vines, brush or other growths which constitute a health, safety or fire 
hazard within the City shall be cut or destroyed by the property owner within fifteen (15) days 
after the date of publication or such notice.


2.
That unless such weeds, vines, brush or other growths are so cut or destroyed, the City, 
by its designated representatives, will cause said weeds, vines, brush or other growths to be 
destroyed and the cost thereof taxed against the real estate on which such weeds, vines, brush or 
other growths are destroyed.

52.04
FAILURE TO COMPLY.  In case of substantial failure to comply by the date prescribed, the City, by its designated representatives, may enter upon the land and cause such weeds, vines, brush or other growths to be destroyed.  The actual cost and expense of destroying the same, the cost of preparing and serving notice, and special meetings or proceedings, if any, shall be paid from the General Fund of the City and shall be recovered by an assessment against the tract of real estate on which such weeds, vines, brush or other growths were destroyed.

ASSESSMENT OF COST.  The Director of Public Works shall certify to the City Administrator the actual cost of destruction of such weeds, vines, brush or other growths, and such cost shall thereupon be certified by the Clerk to the County Treasurer as a special assessment against the real estate upon which such weeds, vines, brush or other growths were destroyed, and shall be collected in the same manner as other taxes.
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
