CITY OF DEWITT BUILDING PERMIT AND FEE POLCIY
The City Council of the City of DeWitt, Iowa has developed the following General Guidelines pertaining to Building Codes, Permits, Permit Fees, and Contractor Licensing:

· The City has adopted the 2006 International Building Codes (Building, Residential, Existing Structures, Mechanical, Plumbing, Fire, Fuel Gas, Energy Conservation) and the 2008 National Electrical Code
· Permits are required for most construction, remodeling, electrical and plumbing work.  Minor maintenance may not require a permit.  Contractors and property owners are strongly encouraged to contact the Building Official when they are unsure if a permit is needed (659-3811 or cdbldgofc@gmtel.net ).  Permits will not be required for replacing windows or siding, unless structural changes are made to the structure.
· The City will require permits for roofs on the primary structure on a property, but not for accessory structures on a property.
· The City will require permits for work that requires plumbing for natural gas (gas water heaters, furnaces, and gas fire places).

· All permitted work must be done by an individual in compliance with the registration requirements of the State Code or by the owner of the property.  All permitted work must be done in compliance with the City’s Codes. 

· City will enforce state requirements on licensed trades.
· Permits will be posted at the work site.
· A general contractor will list all subs on a permit and include all state license numbers and state registration numbers on the City’s permit.  If the owner is acting as the general contractor they will list all subs on a permit and include all state license numbers and state registration numbers on the City’s permit.
· Property owners will be able to pull their own permits, but will be required to do work to code.  

· It is a municipal infraction to do work that requires a permit with out a permit

· It is a municipal infraction for a non-licensed or contractor not in compliance with the registration requirements of the State Code to do work that requires a permit.
· It is a municipal infraction for a property owner to pull the permit and then have a contractor not listed on the permit do the permitted work.
· Municipal infractions may result in fines of up to $500.00 for 1st offences and $750.00 for additional offences and each day of the violation may be considered a separate offence.
· Permit fees will be based on valuations per the 2002 Building Standards “Building Valuation Data” and the 2002 Building Standards Table NO. 3-A –Building Permit Fees excluding valuations less than $2,000.00 as approved by Resolution No. 2008-77.
