Approve Appointment of Jeremy Stenda and Ryan Edwards as DeWitt Police Department Reserve Officers.  Scheckel moved and Dunkin seconded to approve appointment of reserve officers.  Motion carried with Scheckel, Dunkin, McAvan, Hasenmiller, Ketelsen voting yes.

Approve TIF Certification.  Ketelsen moved and Hasenmiller seconded to certify $1.3 million in TIF debt.  Motion carried with Ketelsen, Hasenmiller, Dunkin, McAvan, Scheckel voting yes.

Approve Equipment Purchase for ICASH Implementation.  Ketelsen moved and Hasenmiller seconded to approve option A, for city hall to purchase a card swipe machine with signature capture.  This would allow Mastercard and Discover cardholders to use either a debit or credit card in our office with fees added to the transaction charged to the cardholder.  Customers would receive a receipt.  However Visa cardholders would have to enter their payment online either at home or at the library, Visa will not be accepted in the office.  Before annual fee is paid July 2010 information needs to be brought back to the council on how this system is working.  Motion carried with Ketelsen, Hasenmiller, McAvan, Dunkin voting yes.  Scheckel voting no.

Public Hearing: FY 2009-2010 Budget Amendment.  Ketelsen moved and McAvan seconded to open public hearing.  Motion carried with Ketelsen, McAvan, Scheckel, Dunkin, Hasenmiller voting yes.  City Hall received no verbal or written comments and no one addressed the council.

Resolution 2009-106: Approving FY 2009/2010 Budget Amendment.  Hasenmiller moved and Ketelsen seconded to approve Resolution 2009-106.  Motion carried with Hasenmiller, Ketelsen, Dunkin, Scheckel, McAvan voting yes.

Resolution 2009-107: Approving Letter of Understanding with Eastern Iowa Power & Light Pertaining to Tower Licensing Agreement.  Scheckel moved and Dunkin seconded to approve Resolution 2009-107.  Motion carried with Scheckel, Dunkin, McAvan, Hasenmiller, Ketelsen voting yes.

Consider Traffic Control Signage at 17th Street & 18th Avenue.  Scheckel moved and Dunkin seconded to install 4 stop signs in this area.  Motion carried with Scheckel, Dunkin, Ketelsen, McAvan, Dunkin voting yes.

Approve Payment of Biechler Electric of $1,200.00 Light Pole Cost Error.  Ketelsen moved and Scheckel seconded to approve payment.  Motion carried with Ketelsen, Scheckel, Hasenmiller, McAvan, Dunkin voting yes.

Approve Fitness Center Rate Changes.  McAvan moved and Dunkin seconded to approve fitness center rate changes.  Motion carried with McAvan, Dunkin, Ketelsen, Hasenmiller, Scheckel voting yes.

Approve Request from Clinton County Pertaining to Sidewalk Installation.  Hasenmiller moved and Scheckel seconded to give until June 1, 2010 for sidewalk to be installed with the city splitting the cost, after seeing 2 bids.  Motion carried with Hasenmiller, Scheckel, Dunkin, Ketelsen voting yes.  McAvan voting no.

Approve Cost of Appraisal for East Side Storm Water Project.  Ketelsen moved and Hasenmiller seconded to approve appraisal cost of $3,000.  Motion carried with Ketelsen, Hasenmiller, McAvan, Scheckel, Dunkin voting yes.

Scheckel moved and Ketelsen seconded to approve 3rd and final reading of Ordinance 2009-08.  Motion carried with Scheckel, Ketelsen, McAvan, Dunkin, Hasenmiller voting yes.  

1st Reading of Ordinance 2009-09: An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of DeWitt, Iowa, 2005, By Amending Provisions Pertaining to Term of Office (Library Board).
