Approve Health Insurance Renewal.  Ketelsen moved and Scheckel seconded to approve health insurance renewal.  Motion carried with Ketelsen, Scheckel, Dunkin, McAvan, Hasenmiller voting yes.

Approve use of “meeting and travel Fitness Center funds” for facilitating course for fitness instructors.  McAvan moved and Dunkin seconded to approve use of meeting and travel Fitness Center funds not to exceed $250.00.  Motion carried with McAvan, Dunkin, Hasenmiller, Ketelsen, Scheckel voting yes.

Consider personnel policy amendments – sick leave use and tuition reimbursement.  Hasenmiller moved and McAvan seconded to approve sick leave of up to 5 days for the care of an ill immediate family member that resides in the home and tuition reimbursement dependent on the City’s financial situation in any given fiscal year not to exceed $3,000.00.
